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  Quilting Demon’s Fabric Flower Corsage
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· These delightful fabric corsages are made from mixed fabrics, including cotton, silk and organza. The petal shapes are stitched onto a felt base, stiffened with interfacing to give the brooch structure, and a brooch pin with a safety clasp is stitched onto the back. A button is added to the front to embellish the corsage.
Materials required

· Approximately 10 different scraps of fabric,including cotton, silk or chiffon, in a selection of colours. Use a selection of dark and lighter shades.

· Small piece of felt.

· Small piece iron on interfacing.

· Button.

· Brooch clasp.

· Strong button thread.

· Scissors.

· Sewing machine.

Step 1. Preparing Your Fabric Pieces.
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· Press your fabric scraps.

· Cut out rough petal shapes approxmately 1.5" by 0.75". This does not have to be exact, just similar shapes and sizes. I cut 3 petals from each of my 10 fabric scraps.

· Cut a 1" diameter circle from one of your fabrics. The base of a cotton reel makes a good template.

· Draw and cut 2 circles, approximatelty 2" in diameter from felt, and 1 circle 2" in diameter from iron on interfacing. A wine glass makes a good template for these.

· Attach the interfacing to the back of one of the felt circles.

Step 2. Arranging The Petals
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· Starting with the darker colours, arrange the petals on the right side of the interfaced piece of felt.

· Continue placing all the petals in rounds, working towards the lighter colours, until all the felt is covered, and you are happy with the arrangement.

· Finally place the the small 1" circle in the centre of the flower.

Step 3. Sewing it all together.
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· Take your flower carefully to the sewing machine!

· Starting in the centre, sew a spiral approximately 0.25" apart, working out towards the edge. Do not sew all the way to the edge of the felt backing, but ensure you leave a 0.5" gap around the edge of the circle.

Step 4. Button
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· Sew a button onto the centre of the flower.

· Other embellishments can be added now if required.

Step 5. Tidying Up
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· Place the second felt circle onto the back of the flower and buttonhole stitch in place.

· This can be done either by machine, or hand, whichever you find easiest.

Step 6. Finishing the corsage.
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· Using a strong button thread, neatly sew a brooch back onto the reverse of your corsage.

Step 7. Enjoy!
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· Wear your completed corsage with pride!

· They are great on coats, jumpers, bags and scarves.

· Wear singly, or make several and group together for a stunning effect!
